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The Works is excited to announce its Glass Studio Artist 
In Residency (AIR) Program. The purpose of the AIR 
Program is to host experienced glass artists from 
diverse backgrounds, with varying craft expertise and 
showcase those talents in a hands-on teaching 
environment. The program is an exciting new way to 
operate The Works Glass Studio and showcases two 
talented glass artists per year in the studio. Each new 
artist will bring new classes, techniques, educational 
opportunities and glass artwork pieces to The Works.

Erinn Bessler is the first Artist In Residency. Erinn has 
an extensive background in the art of glass blowing, 
leading instructional workshops and producing 
beautiful works of glass art for display and sale. Erinn is 
a 2009 graduate of Columbus College of Art and 
Design and her works have been exhibited throughout 
Ohio. Erinn’s residency begins September 1 and 
continues through December 31. Her breathtaking 
Venetian inspired glass goblets will be a focal point at

will also be 
featured in the Main Art Gallery September 24 - 
November 6 along with several signed pieces being 
available for purchase in the gift shop.
  
The AIR Program also ushers in a new operation 
schedule for The Works Glass Studio. In January, the 
studio will offer jewelry making and pottery classes 
taught by local artists. The months of February through 
May showcase the year’s first Artist In Residency. The 
month of June will consist of glass classes and camps 
taught by special guest glass artists. July and August 
will serve as the studio's hiatus period when the studio 
will be closed for deep cleaning, repairs and inventory. 
The Glass Studio will re-open to the public in 
September by welcoming the year’s second Artist In 
Residency, who will be at The Works through December.

School Tours: Popular with schools in several 
districts around Ohio, school tour field trips are a 
great opportunity to get out of the classroom and visit 
The Works for hands-on experimentation and 
education. School Tours fill-up fast so educators are 
encouraged to book early.

Programs are great for youth from Pre-K to 8th grade. 
Sessions are designed in individual classroom or 
assembly formats.

WASA: The Works Art and Science Academy (WASA) is 
designed for youth in the alternative schooling 
programs, such as home schooling. Students meet the 
third Friday of every month (with the exception of 
December) throughout the school year for science and 
art education. The cost per session is $20 for Works 
members and $25 for non-members. Registration is 
required and space is limited.
